	Project Summary: Sustainability Pathways is a fellowship program where undergraduate students merge academic learning with work experience to address the complex sustainability challenges of our time. Students apply a systems thinking lens to a paid fellowship experience where students are placed with a local organization, school, agency, or business to advance place-based sustainability initiatives in the Methow and Okanagan Valleys in North-Central Washington.
 
Students spend the summer building practical skills while immersed in partner organizations that represent dimensions of sustainability, including environmental quality, public health, economic development, social justice and equity, and place-based learning. 

	Position Description: The Town of Twisp (population 1015) is a former mill and U.S. Forest Service community in the heart of the Methow Valley. Since the opening of the North Cascades Highway in 1972, closure of the lumber mill in 1984, and sale of the U.S. Forest Compound in 2010, the community has slowly transformed. While its roots in the area's resource-based economy are still visible and an important part of community culture, the outdoor recreation industry is slowly eclipsing resource extraction industries. The AmeriCorps Fellow will assist the Town of Twisp's contract planner in the day-to-day functions of the Town's Planning Department, particularly with projects emphasizing sustainability, resiliency, and environmental aspects of planning. The Town is poised for an unprecedented amount of new residential development which will provide the intern with an unparalleled opportunity to learn firsthand about current planning practices and development permit review. The position will also assist in long-term planning efforts, as the Town Planning Commission will be working through an update of the Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan and preparation of a Housing Element. The Commission will also be reviewing the Town's land use codes to ensure consistency with the Comprehensive Plan, with the primary focus on residential development including accessory dwelling units, short term rentals, and other timely issues.
	Project Site Duties & Responsibilities: -Projects will vary; the member will support planning projects including environmental, sustainability, and resiliency related aspects of planning; for example: identifying and communicating sustainability and resiliency measures the town has implemented to the public
- Report weekly to supervisor 
- Attend monthly Planning Commission meetings 
- Attend one Town Council meeting per month 
- Provide monthly report on activities, e.g. permits (building and land use) and licenses (business) reviewed, meetings attended, other activities 
- Prepare draft reports and summaries of issues and comments received during project review periods 
- Assist in preparation of SEPA checklists, applications and other requirements for Town initiated projects 
- Review and organize land use application files 
	Service Schedule: Member fellow positions involve 240 hours of direct service (paid) and 60 hours of professional development (unpaid educational activities). Service hours will occur 3 days a week, 8 hours a day, for 10 weeks.
