	Project Summary: Sustainability Pathways is a fellowship program where undergraduate students merge academic learning with work experience to address the complex sustainability challenges of our time. Students apply a systems thinking lens to a paid fellowship experience where students are placed with a local organization, school, agency, or business to advance place-based sustainability initiatives in the Methow and Okanagan Valleys in North-Central Washington.
 
Students spend the summer building practical skills while immersed in partner organizations that represent dimensions of sustainability, including environmental quality, public health, economic development, social justice and equity, and place-based learning. 

	Position Description: Home Range Wildlife Research (HRWR) is a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization based in Washington's Methow Valley. HRWR conducts pressing wildlife conservation research, offers practical field training opportunities for budding biologists, and works closely with the local community to foster a deep connection between people and their landscape. The Wildlife Biology Technician will primarily assist with data collection for HRWR's lynx-wildfire project. As larger, hotter wildfires continue to burn throughout the Methow, it is critical to understand the extent to which endangered Canada lynx are using this altered landscape. Important questions for this project include understanding how lynx use unburned forest (fire skips) in the wake of a recent fire, the age at which a regenerating burned landscape is considered serviceable for a lynx population, and how we might be able to implement forest management techniques that safeguard against lynx habitat loss in the face of growing wildfire risk. Technicians will assist with wildlife camera deployment and habitat surveys along random lynx tracks to help answer these questions. This position will be primarily field based with technicians working alone or in pairs often in remote forested areas. If the Wildlife Biology Technician is interested, there will be opportunity to assist with a combination of field and office work as part of HRWR's human-black bear coexistence research one day a week. Field work for this project includes conducting black bear natural foods surveys and collecting bear scat.
	Project Site Duties & Responsibilities: Install wildlife camera traps to monitor lynx use of burned and unburned landscapes in the Methow Valley. 

Conduct detailed habitat plots along random lynx tracks to gather information on habitat structure, composition, and burn characteristics.  

Assist with monitoring GPS collared lynx using VHF telemetry. 

Conduct black-bear natural foods surveys and collect bear scat along 1 mile transects (optional). 

Carefully and accurately enter data collected in the field. 
	Service Schedule: Member fellow positions involve 240 hours of direct service (paid) and 60 hours of professional development (unpaid educational activities). Service hours will occur 3 days a week, 8 hours a day, for 10 weeks. 
	Required or Desired Qualifications: - Motivated, self-starting individuals that are willing to ask questions when uncertain. 
- Ability to work both independently and in a team-setting to learn and effectively employ wildlife research techniques. 
- Excellent attention to detail while collecting, recording, and entering field data. 
- Strong outdoor and backcountry travel experience. 
- Ability to carry up to 30lbs, walk long distances on varied terrain, and work in myriad field conditions for up to 8 hours (with breaks) at a time. 
- Strong problem solving and troubleshooting skills to use when faced with the inherent uncertainties of field work.  
- Valid driver's license. -A passion for wildlife conservation.
