	Project Summary: Sustainability Pathways is a fellowship program where undergraduate students merge academic learning with work experience to address the complex sustainability challenges of our time. Students apply a systems thinking lens to a paid fellowship experience where students are placed with a local organization, school, agency, or business to advance place-based sustainability initiatives in the Methow and Okanagan Valleys in North-Central Washington.
 
Students spend the summer building practical skills while immersed in partner organizations that represent dimensions of sustainability, including environmental quality, public health, economic development, social justice and equity, and place-based learning. 



	Position Description: This position will work directly with our partners in power supply, PNGC Power and Bonneville Power Administration (BPA), to research and develop an energy efficiency program to roll out to our membership. This program will include: • Energy efficiency measures OCEC will offer • Rebate levels for those measures • Focus on low-income energy efficiency measures • Engagement with local partners to find areas to collaborate with program execution 
	Project Site Duties & Responsibilities: • Researching what available energy efficiency measures best fit OCEC membership based on publicly available demographic data and staff knowledge 
• Coordinating with PNGC Power and BPA to educate themselves on BPA’s energy efficiency program and offerings to OCEC 
• Focus on low-income energy efficiency measures and coordinate with local partners who serve the low-income demographic in the service territory 
• Prepare a report summarizing the research and recommending a program for the upcoming calendar year, including specific energy efficiency measures OCEC would offer, incentive/rebate levels, and anticipated usage of budget dedicated to energy efficiency
