AmeriCorps CLEC Program Description:

Civic Leadership & Engagement Corps (CLEC) is an AmeriCorps program through Washington Campus Coalition for
the Public Good (WACC) that believes all students should be empowered with the skills and resources to thrive in
school and beyond in order to become the compassionate leaders and engaged citizens of tomorrow. The
program aims to recruit and mobilize AmeriCorps members and student volunteers to deliver direct service
support in a variety of focus areas in Washington and Idaho.

CLEC fosters student leadership, campus-community partnerships, civic and community engagement, and
knowledge networks focused on improving the retention and success of underrepresented students, increasing
awareness and support for equity and inclusion, and building sustainable campus/community partnerships and
resilient communities.

Project Summary:

Sustainability Pathways is a fellowship program where undergraduate students merge academic learning with work experience
to address the complex sustainability challenges of our time. Students apply a systems thinking lens to a paid fellowship
experience where students are placed with a local organization, school, agency, or business to advance place-based
sustainability initiatives in the Methow and Okanagan Valleys in North-Central Washington.

Students spend the summer building practical skills while immersed in partner organizations that represent dimensions of
sustainability, including environmental quality, public health, economic development, social justice and equity, and
place-based learning.



Position Description:

TwispWorks' mission is to increase the economic and cultural vitality of the Methow Valley. We envision a collaborative
community where opportunities thrive. TwispWorks welcomes businesses, non-profit organizations, artists, craftspeople and
the community at-large to our 6.4-acre campus to share, collaborate, and celebrate the vibrant culture that makes the
Methow Valley a special place to live, work, and visit. TwispWorks is also a community advocate, helping the Methow address
challenges like COVID, wildfires, housing shortages, and broadband access. This Communications Fellow will act as
TwispWorks' lead "reporter," interviewing, photographing, and writing about program participants and campus partners for a
variety of channels including e-news, social media, fundraising campaigns, and more.
